Any of you 
who would like to be involved in 
this, or in any other of the LKRA 
committees, please donôt hesitate 
to contact the LKRA. It is up to all 
of us to be involved if meaningful 
change is to happen. Help is al-
ways welcomed, and always ap-
preciated.

Cottage Tour for the Dam Fund August 2010  

 

The idea is to offer a tour of 7+ cottages at a cost of $25/person on a Sunday  
afternoon in mid-August (date is TBD). 
  

Our goal is to raise $1,400 for the Dam Fund and to have some fun too.  As a 
fund raising idea, you may have heard of garden tours and house tours.  Well, 
what about a cottage tour?  14 boats can participate, and we ask that each boat 
have at least 4 participants at $25 each. All proceeds will go directly to the Dam 
Fund; no expenses will be deducted. 
  

If you would like to offer your cottageé. 
 

We would like 7+ cottage-owners to join our efforts and open up their cottage for 
the tour. It would be terrific to offer a wide variety of cottage styles: new vs old, 
small vs large, fancy vs pioneer.   Or maybe there is something unique about your 
property, eg a great view, extensive landscaping, unique shoreline, long history, 
etc.   Each cottage would need parking space for 2 boats.  Here is what is in it for 
you. 
* help build the Dam fund 

* your own private tour.  On the Sunday before the tour, there will be a free pri-
vate tour for the cottage owners and volunteers. 

* great way to meet other cottagers. 
To ensure privacy, you can tape off any areas to keep visitors out. 
If you would like to offer your cottage (or if you know someone with a really terrific 
cottage that just needs a little encouragement to join), email me at 
Leliam@rogers.com.  A minimum of 7+ cottagers need to volunteer or the event 
will be cancelled.

We also need 7+ volunteers who can help with boat parking at each dock during 
the tour.  The benefits mentioned above also apply to you (plus you donôt have to 
spend time cleaning your cottage!).  If you would like to volunteer, email me at 
Leliam@rogers.com.  

If you would like to participate in the touré. 
 

Look for sign up sheets in Stoney Point Marina during July.  There will be two 
signup sheets: one for boat owners/passengers (only 14 spots) and one for indi-
vidual participants who would like to be matched up with a boat owner who has 
extra space. 
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* Registration will be at 1pm on the selected Sunday at the Stoney Point Ma-
rina where you will get your hand stamped, as only those with stamps will be 
allowed to view the properties.  Please pay by cash or cheque to the Lake 
Kasshabog Dam Fund.  

* Each boat will be given a schedule and map with time slots for each cottage 
of 20 minutes (approx 15 minutes per visit and 5 minutes travel and docking 
time).  There will be a ñshot gun startò -- unlike typical garden tours where 
parking is unlimited and participants can tour at their own pace, this tour will 
be structured like a golf tournament, where each group does the full course 
but starts at different holes. Please make sure someone on each boat has a 
watch and can keep the group on schedule.  

* Remember to wear loose footwear, as you will be asked to remove them be-
fore entering some cottages. 

* If there is a large group, consider the possibility of renting the pontoon boat 
and driver from the Marina.  Make it a party!  Contact Marg for prices and 
availability. 

* After the tour, come to the Stoney Point Marina for an informal meet and 
greet.

Facts about the Dam Fund   by Lelia MacDonald 

 
The dam was built in the 1940s by the Ministry of Natural Resources.  The Crow Valley Con-
servation Authority is responsible for managing the water level by changing the logs.   The 
ground on which the dam sits is owned by the two neighbours. 
  
The Fund was created in the 1990s by the LKRA to assist the Ministry with future 
costs.  Lakes which can contribute funds might be placed higher on the Ministryôs replace-
ment list. The fund currently has a balance of $13,500. 
  
The Ministry inspects all lake dams occasionally.  The results from Kasshabog Lakeôs most 
recent testing is that the dam (both the cement and the logs) is still structurally sound.
