Susan Shane won the draw for a free calendar.

Mary thanked her many helpers — Stuart Day does the
water testing; Lori Bailey, Cathy Ward-Griffin and
Nancy Bidgood do the loon survey; Terry Rees is a big
help in general. 3 key points to the Love you Lake
program: 1) natural shoreline; 2) septic system — keep it
up to date, every system needs to be pumped every 5 — 10
years; 3) keep toxins out of the lake (i.e., soap, golf balls,
lead sinkers, pressure treated wood) — if you wouldn’t put
it in your coffee cup — don’t put it in the lake!

Lori spoke on Stuart’s behalf: We will be updating our
website over the next few months, right now we are
getting quotations. The 3 Facebook pages will be linked
to the website.

Half of the property owners in the township are
waterfront properties. Lake associations deal with
common issues and support each other. Important to stay
in touch with the township. New bylaws are being
worked on in regards to boathouses, docks over 15 sq
metres — recommend that you take pictures of existing
dock in case you are challenged. Document what you
have done in case an inspection 1s done in the future.

Thank you to Lois Galbraith, Les Morris, Carol and
Bruce Wilks for looking after the library since it first
opened in 1995. The new Community Hall/Library
committee members are Cathy Cameron, Maureen
Nunes, Annamaric Daly and Bev Duclos. The town is
installing new flooring in the main room this year. Yoga
will continue to be held 2 days per week, and the library
is open 2 days per week.

The annual membership cost for LKRA to be a member
of FOCA 15 $125, plus $3.25 per cottage/member. FOCA
1s a lobbyist group for cottagers. LKRA is one of the
larger members. They look into hydro rates, insurance,
phosphorus sampling. Monthly e-alerts are sent about
current events. Also get free admission to the Canoe
museum

problem. Township is also considering selling the public
beach because vandalism is a problem. Keep reporting
problems to the MNR tip line.

Booklets are available with contact #s in regards to in-
water structures. The town was advised that docks over
10 sq metres are considered a structure and bylaws need

to be drafted. Wifi at the library is too complicated so it
will not be done. Towns in general are lobbying for more
infrastructure to support better cell coverage. The
outhouses at the beach will be discussed at the next town
meeting, johnny on the spots will be supplied for this
year’s regatta. The township has purchased a boat for the
building mspector (John Smallwood). Counsel was
advised that cottagers did not want to pay $270 septic
inspection fee, so they are looking into other options
(such as: when a cottage 1s sold, an nspection must be
done, or when building permits are applied for).

The map 1s ready and will be sold at both marinas and the
regatta.

6. New Business

Mike Delsey reported that a Public Liaison committee of
cottagers has been formed to hold quarterly meetings
with Unimin management. This is a requirement of the
MOEE to ensure adequate consultation and information
exchange between Unimin and the lake residents, due to
their expansion plans and previous issues with dust/noise
etc. There will be an open house in August in regards to
their upcoming changes. Bob Marshall, GM — Unimin
attended the AGM, and was available for questions.

John Reed asked in anyone knew if the lake would be
stocked with fish again. Mary Kainer answered that as far
as she knew there were no plans to stock fish.

Terry Rees mentioned that under certain weather
conditions (calm and quiet) there was audible noise from
the MRT plant on the east end of the lake, which 1s a new
phenomenon. The township does not know of any
changes in the operation. Mary Kainer agreed to contact
MRT to get some information.

Lynda Bonneau reported that there was a proposal to put
a tower up at Oak Lake, but 1t was not done. Contact your
provider to get coverage improved. Xplornet & Nexicom
are trying to improve date coverage.

Lori Bailey said in closing that she would like to thank
all of the elves around the lake that help look after
various chores - they are another reason that Kosh 1s a
special place.
